Transport infrastructures generate urban fabric cut off within the little Parisian belt. At the Kremlin Bicêtre, the highway A6b crosses in trench along the street Gabriel Péri. This fault which cuts the city in two, generates atmospheric, sound and visual pollutions. The project aims to repair this cut by covering the fault in a sequential way with platforms of inhabited connection. These platforms create urban, environmental and social linkage. The program settles mixity covering all the urban features:
- A public garden allowing plant corridors to connect glacis of the fort of Bicêtre to the sports complex of Park Street.
- Schools within this park
- Businesses and services at street level,
- Tertiary sector activities arranged at the bow of the platform
- Houses and small collective housing. 
The heat of the CO2 loosened by the road traffic is absorbed by a thermal exchanger allowing the heating of buildings.
Gas emissions are afterward filtered before discharge. The rainwater is cleaned then stored for watering, toilets and washer. The arrangement of plants of the Carex family within the double skin of office allows to absorb a part of the air pollution.
The additional cost due to the covering structure of the highway is balanced by the creation of a new land tax. The environmental investments are paid off by the savings of heating and water. This sustainable transformation allies city quality and motorway infrastructure.
